This is a great tour for anyone who enjoys hiking or simply appreciates spectacular mountain scenery.

Journey along the Bow Valley Parkway to Johnston Canyon where time is available to[image: image1.jpg]


 enjoy a short nature walk to the lower falls, views of Castle Mountain prevail as you continue touring along the Parkway toward Lake Louise. En route, stop off at a photographer's dream - Moraine Lake.  Located in the dramatic Valley of the Ten Peaks, this setting is one of the finest in the Rockies. From Moraine Lake, your tour continues on to Lake Louise, often known as the "Jewel of the Canadian Rockies."  With The Fairmont Chateau Lake Louise proudly standing at one end and the Victoria Glacier reflecting off the other, Lake Louise is one of the sights most often preserved in photographs by visitors the world over. Before you get dropped off at the Banff Centre for dinner, enjoy a ride on the Banff Gondola (admission included) to the top of Sulphur Mountain for a panoramic 360ø view of the Banff area. Visitors can stroll along the length of the mountain on a boardwalk to Sanson's Peak.  It was at the base of this mountain in 1883 that CPR workers found the hot springs that led to the creation of the park, or take the option of the Banff Upper Hot Springs (fee extra) before rejoining the group to return to the hotel.
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
